         According to the Act No. 131/2002 of the Law Code, the Statute of Comenius University (hereinafter „CU“) in Bratislava, and the Statute of the Jessenius Faculty of Medicine,   the Scientific Board of the Jessenius Faculty of Medicine in Martin (hereinafter referred to as „Scientific Board“) is the  academic self-government body of the Faculty.

         The Scientific Board of the Faculty:

· discusses long-term intentions of the Faculty  worked-out in accordance  with the long-term intentions of CU, 
· regularly (at least once a year) evaluates standards of the Faculty in the field of education and research - scientific activities, 
· approves proposals for study programmes that are to be carried out by the Faculty,

· approves other specialists that have right to examine at state examinations for study programmes carried out at the Faculty, it approves supervisors for PhD. study,

· discusses and submits to the Scientific Board of CU criteria for habilitation of associate professors and criteria for appointment of professors,

· discusses proposals for habilitations of associate professors and decides on their results,

· discusses and submits to the Scientific Board of CU proposals for appointment of professors,

· discusses and submits to the Scientific Board of CU general criteria for staffing     the Faculty by professors and associate professors,
· discusses and submits to the Scientific Board of CU specific conditions of selective procedure for staffing  the Faculty by professors,

· discusses and submits to the Scientific Board of CU the Dean´s proposals to staff the Faculty by visiting associate professors,

· with the proposal of the Chair of the Scientific Board of CU it approves  the rule of procedure of the Scientific Board of the Jessenius Faculty of Medicine,
· discusses questions submitted by  the Chair of the Scientific Board of the Jessenius Faculty of Medicine.
          Upon approval of the Academic Senate, the Dean appoints and recalls members of       the Scientific Board. Elective period of the members is  4 years.


Members of the Scientific Board are distinguished experts in the fields in which the Faculty carries out its teaching, research, therapeutic-preventive or other activities. When appointing members of the Scientific Board the Dean takes into consideration balanced representation of broad groups of study programmes and aims of particular workplaces of    the Faculty.

Not less than one quarter nor more than one third of members of the Scientific Board of the Faculty are not concurrently the members of the academic community of Comenius University.
The Dean is the Chair of the Scientific Board. The Vice-Deans of the Faculty and      the Director of Martin Faculty Hospital are members of the Scientific Board on grounds of their Office.

Study and Examination Regulations

for students of 6th year of General Medicine Study

in the academic year 2008/2009
(Sixth part of the Statute of Jessenius Faculty of Medicine)

CHAPTER  1 K

Pedagogical Activity at Jessenius Faculty of Medicine

Article 92 K

(1) 
Jessenius Faculty of Medicine (JLF UK) provides following types of university study:

a) bachelor study, magister study, undergraduate medical study, and postgraduate doctor study,

b) life-long education of citizens.

(2) 
Jessenius Faculty of Medicine provides university study in the field of General Medicine for doctors and in the field of Nursing.

(3) 
The length of study in General Medicine for doctors is 6 years. The length of study in Nursing is:

a) 5 years - Master study, full-time study

b) 6 years – Master study, part-time study

   c)  4 years –  part-time Bachelor study

d) 3 years – full-time  Bachelor study

(4) 
The maximum allowed length of study is:

   a) General Medicine for doctors 16 terms

b)Master Study of Nursing, full-time study, 14 terms

c)Master study of Nursing, part-time study, 16 terms

   d) Part-time  Bachelor Study of Nursing 10 terms

e)Full-time  Bachelor Study of Nursing 8 terms

The maximum allowed length of study of the same academic year is 4 semesters.

(5) 
The study in the field of Nursing is provided in two levels: the 1st level is the Bachelor Study and the 2nd level is the Magister Study. 

(6) 
The graduates of university study in the field of:

a) General Medicine for doctors are awarded the academic title "Doctor of General Medicine" - abbreviated "MUDr.",

b) the graduates of Magister university study in the field of Nursing acquire the title "Magister" - abbreviated "Mgr.",

c) the graduates of Bachelor university study in the field of Nursing acquire the title "Bachelor" - abbreviated "Bc", 

d) d) the graduates of postgraduate doctor study are awarded the scientific and academic title "Doctor of Philosophy" - abbreviated "PhD".

(7) 
In the frame of life-long education Jessenius Faculty of Medicine organises the study at the University of Third Age. The contents and forms of this study are approved by the Academic Senate of the School on proposal of the Dean. The study organisation is given in the Study Programme of the University of Third Age.

(8) 
Jessenius Faculty of Medicine provides postgraduate doctor study which is completed with a dissertation exam and thesis defence and awarding the title according to valid laws and notices. The study form is internal and external. The postgraduate doctor study is regulated by appropriate notice and special organisation rules. Accredited fields of postgraduate PhD. study at Jessenius Faculty of Medicine are given in the Study Program of the Jessenius LF UK.

(9) 
In accredited workplaces, on basis of valid laws and notices, Jessenius Faculty of Medicine can provide specialised postgraduate PhD. study in the field of health care, which is completed by an examination and the postgraduates are awarded a diploma or other kind of certificate confirming finishing of study or passing examination.

Article 93 K

Any citizen of the Slovak Republic who has completed his/her secondary education or secondary specialised education and who can prove his/her aptitude for this study may study at the Jessenius Faculty of Medicine. Citizens of the Slovak Republic may apply to study by the end of February. A condition of the applicant's registration is a properly completed application on the prescribed form.

    Chapter  2  K
Entrance Procedure

Article 94 K

(1) 
The purpose of the entrance procedure is to objectively and fairly verify the applicant's

qualifications for study at the Jessenius Faculty of Medicine in the chosen field.

(2) 
The Academic Senate at Dean's proposal will determine the number of the students from the Slovak Republic to be accepted for the first year of bachelor, master, doctoral study and for the fourth year of master study, the dates of the entrance examinations for each separate field of study, the qualifying criteria for various fields and the ways of their verification, whereby it will determine above all:

a) the subjects of the entrance examination,

b) the form of the entrance examination (written, oral, tests etc.),

c) the way of evaluating applicant's answers,

d) the way of making the entrance examinations' results public.
 Article 95 K

(1) 
The invitation letter for the entrance examination is sent 20 days before its date at the latest.

Article 96 K

(1) 
After admission to study and enrollment to Jessenius Faculty of Medicine a student will take an academic oath of matriculation of Comenius University. The date of matriculation is assigned by the Dean of Jessenius Faculty of Medicine.

(2) Student's rights:

a) According to the University Law, the Statute of Comenius University, the Statute of Jessenius Faculty of Medicine a student has the right to use all facilities and spaces of Jessenius Faculty of Medicine for his/her education and take part in all forms of teaching courses.

b) A student has the right to submit all comments and suggestions concerning teaching process.

c) A student has the right to take an appropriate part in scientific and research activities done at the workplaces of Jessenius Faculty of Medicine. A student can be included into a research team or s/he can take part in a student scientific activity. 

(3) 
Student's duties:

a) A student is obliged to fulfil all tasks resulting from the University Law, the Statute of   Comenius University and the Statute of Jessenius Faculty of Medicine.

b) A student is obliged to fulfil all tasks resulting from the Study and Examination Regulations of Jessenius Faculty of Medicine.

 CHAPTER   3  K
Academic Year

Article 97 K

(1) 
Study at Jessenius Faculty of Medicine takes place in individual academic years. The academic year of individual study years begins on the 1st of September of calendar year and ends on the 31st of August of the next year.

(2) 
The academic year is divided into winter and summer semesters and periods of major holidays. Each semester includes, as a rule, 13 to 15 teaching weeks. The last teaching week of a respective semester is designed as a substitutional week. It is determined for compensation of missing lessons and for rewarding credits. The number of teaching weeks in individual semesters and study years, for a respective academic year as well as the length of examination period are approved on the proposal of the Dean by the Academic Senate.

(3) 
The Dean of the Faculty can change the schedule of teaching process and the examination period in students of the last academic year of both study fields, with regard to their speciality, in a different way as it is given in paragraph 2.

(4) 
The Dean of the Faculty will determine every year, at the latest by the end of the summer semester, the details of the organisation of the next academic year.

(5) 
Division of study:

a) Study in the study field of General Medicine for doctors is divided into three stages. In the first stage (1st to 4th semester - 120 credits) subjects of basic medical branches are taught, in   the second stage (5th to 10th semester - 180 credits) subjects of pre-clinical and clinical medical branches are taught, in the third stage (11th and 12th semester - 60 credits) subjects finished with state examination are taught.

b) Study in the study field of Nursing is divided into four stages. In the first stage (1st to 4th semester - 120 credits) subjects of basic medical branches and introduction subjects of nursing are taught, in the second stage (5th and 6th semester - 60 credits) subjects of pre-clinical, basic clinical nursing branches are taught and clinical practice to achieve the degree of Bachelor of Nursing is performed, in the third stage (7th and 8th semester - 60 credits) further subjects necessary for the Master´s degree in Nursing are taught and in the fourth stage (9th and 10th semester - 60 credits) subjects for final state examinations are taught, specialised practice is performed and thesis writing is finished.

CHAPTER   4 K

Enrollment

Article 98 K

 (1)
 Through enrollment into the appropriate academic year a student acquires the right to participate in all forms of education, to acquire credits and to sit for examinations.

(2) 
Dates of enrolment are determined by the Dean.

(3) 
Student’s compulsory subjects, compulsory optional and optional subjects according to the study plan of appropriate field of study and academic year are written in his/her Course Unit Record. Confirmation of enrolment will be indicated in a student’s Course Unit Record. It is not possible to change enrolled subjects after enrolment (except the cases given in article 98 K part 5).

(4) 
A student, after presenting his/her identity card, is obliged personally to take part in the enrolment. In a justifiable case, a student can ask, in written form, the Dean for rewarding an exception from this rule.

(5) a) Subjects written in the Course Unit Record become obligatory for a student and for the relevant school year, and cannot be changed (besides exceptions are given in letters b, c, d). 

b) Subjects written in the Course Unit Record by a student can be cancelled by a Dean's decision from the following reasons:

· serious health problems disabling the study of a subject (it concerns first of all physical education and physical training courses),

· on basis of an announcement of a teaching centre (department) that they are not able to provide teaching of a relevant subject due to serious reasons,

· if the number of students who have written the relevant subject in their Course Unit Record drops under the number announced in advance by the teaching centre.

c) If due to above-mentioned reasons some subjects written in the Student(s Course Unit Record have to be cancelled and the number of possibly acquirable credits in the relevant school year drops under the number prescribed by curricula, a student is obliged to register for a new subject instead of the cancelled one, so that the above given requirement is fulfilled.

d) Before the beginning of summer semester, a student can consult the subject registration with regard to the above-mentioned points. During this pre-enrolment procedure, a student can, with consent of the teaching centre, write further subjects exceeding the number of subjects registered at the beginning of the school year. 

(6) 
Preliminary enrolment:

a) A student puts together his/her personal study plan for a relevant school year in a form of a preliminary enrolment of obligatorily optional and optional subjects. The Faculty Dean states organisational details of preliminary enrolment in an independent notice in agreement with unified directions and schedule of academic year. Preliminary enrolment of compulsory optional and optional subjects is done by the relevant teaching centre which provides classes of the given subject. A student is obliged to register himself/herself for the classes of these subjects for the next school year in term of April, 15 to June, 15, on basis of his/her curriculum.

b) With Vice-Dean(s consent, the teaching centre (department) sets the minimum and maximum number of students needed for compulsory optional and optional subjects to be opened in appropriate academic year by the 1st of April, at latest. Generally the minimum number of  enrolled students for obligatorily optional and optional subjects is 6, maximum number is 42 students in the respective semester. If there are more students interested in certain subject, teaching centre is authorised to do a selection of registered students. Teaching centre can repeat winter course of a subject, taught only in one semester, also in summer semester, if students are interested in it. A student is obliged to inform himself/herself about the result of this selection and if necessary to do a correction of his/her preliminary enrolment.

c) Preliminary enrolment of any subject can be cancelled only in case that:

- a certain course will not be opened,

- a student was not chosen for classes of compulsory optional or optional subject due to   

excessive number of interested students,

- schedule of subjects chosen by a student mutually overlap and cannot be changed in any way,

- a student has not get credits in other subject that has to be studied first,

- enrolment of a subject is in contradiction with this order.

   In all mentioned cases, a student can change the preliminary enrolment.

     d) In a justifiable case such as serious health problems, a student who has not done preliminary enrolment in the given term and prescribed way can ask the Dean for pardon of preliminary enrolment. For further study he/she will be registered by means of an extraordinary form of enrolment. If a student who has not taken part in preliminary enrolment does not apologise in five working days after the date of preliminary enrolment, this act will be judged as a reason for termination of his/her study due to negligence of curricula requirements.

(7) 
As far as a student was not enrolled to the given academic year, s/he must not take part in lessons, acquire credits, and sit for exams.
Article 99 K

Any applicant accepted by the Dean for university study and enrolled to the 1st year of study becomes a student of Jessenius Faculty of Medicine.

Article 100 K

(1) 
A student who has completed his/her study duties as determined by the study plan of the most recent year by the 31st of August of the respective academic year may be enrolled into the next academic level (except article 114 paragraph 4, article 118 paragraph 1, article 119 paragraph 2, article 138 paragraph 1, with respect to article 142 letter a).

CHAPTER   5 K

Curricula and Schedule

Article 101 K

Curricula

(1) 
Curricula determine the educational contents of individual study branches. It contains:

- list of scientific fields on which the study of a study branch is based,

- study subjects/courses,

- number of classes in a week or semester,

- subjects, in which a student has to acquire credits and pass examinations,

- requirements for thesis defence and state examination,

- subjects of state examination,

- rules of change of bachelor study to master study.

(2) 
Curricula of individual academic years and semesters contain: compulsory study subjects, compulsory optional study subjects and optional study subjects ones, course forms and number of classes in a week. Curricula also determine in which subjects credits and examinations are prescribed, the number of credits to be acquired in the appropriate study subject/course and semester.

(3) 
Curricula of the appropriate school year are approved on the proposal of the Dean, after analysing them by the Academic Board of Jessenius Faculty of Medicine, by the Academic Senate.

(4) 
According to the curricula for given academic year all students studying General Medicine and Nursing are obliged to choose at least one subject of the  optional subjects and to write it into his/her Course Unit Record. To obtain a credit in the chosen obligatorily optional subject is a student's duty for his/her promotion into higher academic year.

(5) 
According to the curricula for given academic year a student has the right to choose any of the optional subjects and to write it into his/her Course Unit Credit. To obtain a credit in optional subject is then one of the duties for the promotion to higher academic year.

(6) 
For relevant study branch and academic year, every year a „Study Guide“ in an electronic form is published by the 1st of April of a calendar year, at latest. Each teaching centre in co-operation with the Computer Centre is obliged to prepare the data concerning the following school year according to the character of the Study Guide by the given date. After this date no modifications are possible. The Study Guide is also published in a printed form according to principles of Comenius University. A teaching centre provides it accessible to students, too.

(7) 
Study curricula of subjects specification for the need of Study Guide creation is supplemented by: 

     a) a brief annotation of a subject/course - name, abbreviation, code, study branch, teaching volume, semester, way of knowledge testing, conditions for teaching recognition, way of subject/course, termination, responsible teaching centre (institute, department, clinic), object/course chief, subject/course annotation, profile of subject/course graduate, recommended literature. For obligatorily optional and optional subjects/courses, there is also given minimum and maximum number of students required for subject/course.

     b) conditional links and eligibility of subjects or requirements for subject enrolment.

Article 102 K

The Dean of the Faculty is entitled by a decree:

a) to charge the departments of the Jessenius Faculty of Medicine and the teaching centre    

      of Martin Faculty Hospital with teaching activity in individual subjects,

b)   to set the course contents of individual subjects following the proposals of appropriate    

           departments and clinics.

Article 103 K

Schedule

(1) The schedule presents a time chart of all course forms in individual subjects.

(2) 
The schedule for the appropriate semester of school year is determined by the Dean. The Department Heads and the students' deputies of individual study years are asked to take part in creating the schedule.

(3) 
To change the schedule during the semester is possible only with the approval of the   Dean.

(4) 
The Department Heads are responsible for keeping up the schedule and course contents.

CHAPTER   6 K

Subject/Course, Course Forms

Article 104 K

(1) 
Course is the basic teaching unit of any subjects. It takes place one semester. More semester subjects/courses are marked with Roman numbers.

(2) a) subjects/courses are divided into compulsory, compulsory optional and optional ones.

b) A student can register for compulsory optional subjects usually in 7th to 10th semester of his/her study, in the study branch of Nursing in 5th to 8th study semester,

c) students of 1st and 2nd academic years of both study branches take part in all obligatory subjects in full extent,

     d) a student can choose an optional subject/course according to his/her interests,

     e) optional subject/course exceeds the frame of study branch and enables a student further   

     scientific development. Optional subjects/courses are not evaluated with credits. After   

     registering an optional subject/course, a student is obliged to fulfil all study duties connected    

     with its study. 

(3) 
Course forms include: lectures, seminars, practicals, consultations, study proper, training, field trips, specialised practice, physical exercise training.

(4) 
Lectures are usually given by professors and associate professors (docents). The contents of the lectures is the subject matter of the curriculum and supplements the coursebook.

(5) 
Student’s participation in lectures of all subjects in both study branches (General Medicine and Nursing) is not compulsory. The student’s participation in lectures and other course forms of External Bachelor Study of Nursing is compulsory.

(6) 
The aim of seminars is to expand and profound the information given in lectures and to explain new scientific information.

(7) 
The aim of practical lessons is to train, ensure and profound the knowledge, skills and technique of students necessary for practical and theoretical mastery of the subject.

(8) 
The aim of consultations is to assist students with the course contents, methods, with instructing the methodology of scientific, research and specialised activities. Consultations can also replace some lessons or prepare students for examinations.

(9) 
The specialised practice serves for the fixation of knowledge and skills and their verification in practice, as well as for acquisition of new knowledge and skills. The Dean of the faculty is entitled to set for the detailed information regarding the organisation and course of specialised practices by decree.

Article 105 K

(1) 
Lectures, seminars, consultations, training, field trips, physical exercise training are given and lead by teachers according to schedule set by the Department Head.

(2) 
All course forms can also be given or lead by specialists from other faculties, the scientific community or community on the basis of an agreement between them and Jessenius Faculty of Medicine concluded on the suggestion of the appropriate Department Head.

(3) 
On the basis of agreement (invitation), selected study parts can be taught by specialists from other faculties, scientific communities and communities.

Article 106 K

(1) 
The participation in seminars, training, field trips is compulsory in the extend set by the Department Head. 

(2) 
Student, who could not take part in prescribed subject lessons, can ask for their substitution. The Department Head decides how the student will compensate the lessons at latest by the end of the appropriate school year. In case that the Department Head refuses to provide him/her substitution lessons, student can appeal against the Department Head’s decision, in written, to the Jessenius Faculty Administration.

(3) 
The state holidays, and holidays granted by the Rector or Dean are free days without duty to replace the classes.

Article 107 K

(1) 
Students may be divided into study groups during their study. Students themselves decide into which study group they will belong, at latest the day following the date of enrolment for the appropriate study year. The composition of study groups must remain the same at least for winter semester of the appropriate study year. All possible changes regarding composition of study groups in summer semester of the appropriate school year are set by students at latest by the last study day of winter semester. Composition of individual study groups for appropriate semester has to be announced to the Study Department by the Student's Deputy by the above-mentioned dates.

(2) 
Students of a respective study year have the right to choose a tutor teacher after his/her agreement. On the basis of students’ suggestion the Faculty Dean appoints the chosen teacher to be the tutor for the given academic level.

(3) 
The tutor teacher advises the students in all questions concerning the study, keeps contact with the whole study group and helps to solve students’ study problems in co-operation with other Department Heads. 

CHAPTER 7 K

 Study check

Article 108 K
(1)
Permanent study check, credit, examination, state examination and their credit evaluation are approved forms of study check. 

(2) Credit evaluation of subjects/courses:

a.) each subject/course included in study programme is evaluated by assigned number of credits which express the degree of student's workload during the study of given subject/course and which respect study loading in the appropriate semester of respective academic year of study. Equal subject has equal credit evaluation for all the students studying in corresponding language. Credit evaluation of subject reflects the scope, structure of study and preparation for subject, as well as the form of subject completion. One ECTC credit assigned to a respective subject/course in a respective study semester expresses 1/30 semester study endeavour in average student, spent for activities necessary to study a respective subject/course.

b.) students acquires credit after successful completion of the subject/course in  respective semester/academic year. Student has to complete a subject/course in the same academic year when s/he wrote it in his/her Course Unit Record at latest by August 31, in respective calendar year.

c.) if a student does not complete the subject/course which was written by him at the beginning of academic year into his Course Unit Record, he does not acquire credits for it.

d.) for the respective subject/course it is possible to acquire credits only once in the course of study at the faculty

e.) in the course of one academic year the students is obliged to acquire at least 60 credits (except the cases when s/he repeats examinations or respective study year).

(3) Numbers of credits

a.) In the course of General Medicine study the student in obliged to acquire at least 360 credits, in the branch of Nursing Magister study at least 300 credits, in External Bachelor study at least 240 credits, in Internal Bachelor study at least 180 credits.

b.) in study years where the training in compuslory optional subjects/course is carried out, the student is obliged to write them in his Course Unit Record in number enabling him to obtain required at least 60 credits during study year.

c.) the subject Physical Training as well as PT training sessions and optional subjects/courses and specialized practice are awarded no credits.

d.) according to teaching staff capacity of the department the student can write in his Course Unit Record also obligatorily optional subjects included in study programme of the next study period. In this case continuity of study and other conditions have to be fulfilled. The score acquired in this way is credited only in a appropriate study period. For writing compulsory optional and optional subjects/courses in Course Unit Record, the preference is given to students of that study year for which the subject/course is assigned.

e.) by writing subjects/courses of study program in Course Unit Record a student develops his/her personal study plan for respective study year (conditional subsequence of subjects must be observed). Student is obliged at the same time to fulfill  also other conditions set by these regulations. Personal study plan is obligatory for he student. It is not possible to cancel any part of it (exceptions are given in Art. 98 par. 6)

f.) counselling within respective subject/course is provided by appropriate department via a Head teacher of subject/course.

                                                               Article 109 K

                                              Requirements for Credit Award

 (1) 
The Department Head will set the requirements for credit awards before the  beginning of the classes of a given subject. These requirements are available to all students.

(2) 
Active participation in seminars and practicals is a basic requirement for awarding a

credit. Another requirement for credit award is to fulfill the duties set for current study 

check directed to monitor acquired knowledge through all study forms including self study. Current study check is carried out by several check up forms. In accordance with subject/course program the results of checks are taken into account at credit award or at examination. Basically it is not possible to award a credit for passive attendance in the classes.

Article 110 K

Credit

(1) Credit is awarded to a student after completion of the given requirements as a rule in the week determined for substitutional teaching.

(2) Credit is awarded by the Department Head or by a teacher entitled to do so by the Department Head. Credit is entered into a Student's Course Unit Record and into Student's Permanent Record.

(3) A student may appeal the final decision of the Department Head on not awarding the credit to the Faculty Dean. The Dean can  set the supplementary way how to fulfil the study requirements after previous agreement with the Head of the particular department.

Article 111 K

(1) If a specialised practice is part of a curricula, then the Faculty Dean will set the   requirements and means of credit rewarding in specialised practice.

(2) On a student’s request the Faculty Dean can postpone the realisation and rewarding of credit for specialised practice into the next academic year.
Article  112 K

Examinations

(1) The subject/course can be completed by:

a.) written test

b.) defending paper

c.) oral examination

d.) written examination

e.) practical examination

f.) obtaining score set in advance in the course of study

g.) other form of completion given in information package

h.) combination of several forms

(2) During an examination the student is tested for the quality, depth and scope of his/her knowledge and his/her ability to interpret the content of subject material in an active and independent way.

(3) If the examination consists of two parts, it may be scheduled for two days.

(4) The form and contents of an examination is set by the Department Head. S/He suggests such a form of examination which enables an objective evaluation of knowledge, skills and abilities of the student.

(5) In case of subject/course that is completed by examination, the respective department is obliged to set percentage proportions corresponding to check of knowledge carried out during semester by means of study check, and percentage proportions corresponding to appropriate forms of subject/course completion, so that total percentage equaled 100%.
(6) For more detailed evaluation of examination results it is used 100 point scale enabling transfer to evaluation required within ECTS. Correspondence of point evaluation with classifying degrees and degrees of ECTS is determined by transfer table.
(7) On the basis of current check carried out during semester/study year the Head of Department can decide that the student fulfilled requirements set for awarding credits in appropriate subject and he can exempt the student from examination.

Article  113 K

The Department Head is responsible for making the examination questions or themes public at least three weeks before the appropriate examination period begins.

Article 114 K

(1) 
Examinations are as a rule taken during the examining period. The Department Head can allow a student to take an examination at other time beside the examining period.

(2) 
The Department Head can prescribe the terms for a subject examination after finishing the lessons given in block form of study.

(3) 
The Department Head can, after agreement with students and taking into account the possibilities of the appropriate department, allow some examination dates in a limited scope also during summer holiday.

(4) Examinations and all study duties must be fulfilled by the 31st of August of the appropriate academic year. After the given date in extraordinary cases, the Dean can reward an exception for a student after his written request and the approval of Faculty Administration.


(5) 
Preparation for examination in time when lessons are given does not apologise his/her absence in his/her compulsory lessons. The student’s absence in compulsory lessons is being apologised only on day when s/he takes an examination without any duty to substitute it.

Article 115 K

The requirement to take an examination is to obtain all the prescribed course-unit credits from the given subject.
Article 116 K

(1) In classification all parts and results of an examination are taken into account. The examiner classifies the results of an examination with following grades: "excelent"(1), "excelent minus"(1-), "very good"(2), "very good minus"(2-), "good"(3), "failure"(4).

(2) At examination student is obliged to hand over his Course Unit Record (index). The examiner is obliged to write the final examination mark into 1) Student's Permanent Record together with the date of examination and his/her signature 2) Student's Course Unit Record (index).

The examiner is recommended to keep record of lessons attendance as well as record of examination at respective department. The mark "failure" is not entered into Student's Permanent Record.

(3) 
The examiner will mark out the result of examination including mark "failed" in the record of credits and examinations kept at the Dean's office.

(4)
Student has the right to refuse the mark. In such a case s/he is classified with "failure".

(5) Meeting requirements for credit award student has the right to repeat examination at most in two subjects/courses in the next study year. This examination must be taken at latest by the end of appropriate study period during which the respective subject/course lessons take place and it is completed by examination. The repeated examination must be taken at latest two months  before the completion of training period of consequential subject/course in order to fulfill the condition of successful completion of this subject/course before credit/examination in consequential subject/course.
(6) Repeated subject/course enter:
a.) if the student does not fulfill conditions for obtaining credits for subject/course he can enter this subject/course in his Course Unit Record at most one more time. If the subject/course is taught in winter and summer semester, in case of his failure the student can enter it in his "index" in the same study year the second time, following regulation given in the first part of paragraph.

b.) if the student does not fulfill conditions for subject completion even at second entering it into "index", s/he is allowed to enter neither the respective subject nor its alternative subject into "index" again.

(7) Central record of students' study results following study programme of the faculty, is kept and correctness of it controlled by the Study Department of Dean's office. When required by student the Study Department draws up document of completed examinations, if necessary, in transcription according to ECTS standards.

(8) After successful completion of study duties and credit award/successful examination, the Study Department will add number of obtained credits for respective subject/course and for respective semester/study year, into Student's Permanent Record. The appropriate mark in accordance with scale A-Fx /A=1, B=1-, C=2, D=2-, E=3, Fx=failure/, is also entered in Student's Permanent Record by the Study Department.

(9) Weighed Average of Study Results

a.) Weighed Average of Study Results (WASR) can serve an evaluation criterion of the quality of student's results. WASR is processed for each student in each study year.

b.) WASR is established as follows: final mark reached in subject/course is multiplied by a credit evaluation partaining to this subject/course, this method of calculation serves for all subjects/courses for respective period, the values acquired are counted. The total is divided by the total of credits for respective period, the result equals WASR. Subjects/courses entered by the students in his/her "index" but not completed at least with mark "good" are evaluated in WASR as "failure".

Article 117 K

(1) 
Before the examining period starts the Department Head will offer students dates for examinations in a given subject in a sufficient number and time, span and determines the maximum number of students that can apply for the given date.

(2) 
Students register (signing their names) for examinations at the respective departments at least three working days before the examination in a way which was set by the Department Head. There is still a possibility to cancel the examination by this date without announcing the reasons. Student cannot register at the same time for the same examination more than once.

(3) 
If a student cannot attend the examination during the scheduled times, he is obliged to request an excuse from the examiner. By mutual agreement the examiner will schedule another examination date.

(4) 
A student can be excused for his absence from examination for serious health problems within five days after the scheduled examination date. The examiner will decide if the excuse is acceptable and after mutual agreement the examiner will schedule him another examination date.

Article 118 K

(1) 
If a student fails to pass an examination, he has the right to repeat it twice, in a repeated study year s/he has the right to take an examination only once until the 31st of August of the given academic year at the latest. After the given date in extraordinary cases, the Dean can reward an exception for a student after his written request and the approval of Faculty Administration.

(2) 
A third repetition, in case of repeating the study year a first repetition, may be allowed by the permission of the Faculty Dean on a basis of the student’s written request.

(3) 
If a student repeating the study year fails to pass a first repetition, s/he is expelled from the study because s/he has not fulfilled the required study duties.

(4) 
The Dean can allow a student a third repetition, in repeated study year a first repetition, in no more than two subjects during one school year.

Article 119 K

(1) 
If a student did not attend an examination at the given date and his excuse for his absence was not accepted, or if he left the examination at any time prior to completing the examination, he is given a failing grade.

(2) 
A failing grade is also given to any student who did not register for an examination or re-examination by the 31st of August of the appropriate school year. After the given date in extraordinary cases, the Dean can reward an exception for a student after his written request and the approval of Faculty Administration.

(3) 
Student on his/her own request can ask for re-examination by the end of his/her study if s/he is not satisfied with the achieved marks. Student sends his/her request for re-examination to the Study Department in written and the approval has to be given by a Vice-dean. Student can ask for re-examinations in two subjects at most.

Article 120 K

(1) 
The Department Head will appoint professors and docents to administer a subject examination. In exceptional cases s/he can entitle other teachers with the Dean’s approval.

(2) 
Teachers from other faculties, research workers and specialists from life can also be appointed to give an examination in a subject on the basis of an agreement between examiners and the Jessenius Faculty of Medicine, made following the proposal of the given Department Head.

(3) 
The Department Head will appoint at least two examiners for a given examination period; in exceptional case one examiner can examine (test).

(4) 
If in the text of this Statute, the word "examiner" means the people described in Section 1 and 2.

Article 121 K

If there are personnel possibilities at the department, a student has the right to choose an examiner for the first term of the examination. First, second or third re-examinations, in a repeated study year first re-examination are as a rule taken with the same examiner or with any other one appointed by the Department Head.

Article 122 K

On a student's or the Department Head’s request the Faculty Dean can schedule an examination be held in front of the Commission. The Commission is appointed by the Dean.

Article 123 K

Examinations are open for members of academic community whereby the presence of these persons may not be a distraction, or any influence on the examinations of any type. Student has the right to disagree with participation of other member of academic community besides the teachers of the given subject.

CHAPTER   8 K

State Examinations

Article 124 K

(1) 
The State Examination consists of examinations in subjects given in appendix No 3 to this Statute.

(2) 
The thesis defence is a part of State Examination in the nursing branch.

Article 125 K

(1) 
The Examination Commission for the State Examinations is appointed according to article 30 section 1 of the Comenius University Statute. There are two commissions for every school year, one for the study branch of General Medicine and the other one for the study branch of Nursing.

(2) 
The Examination Commission is divided into subcommissions for examinations in individual subjects of the State Examination; in the Nursing branch also for the thesis’ defence.

Article 126 K

The Examination Commission for State Examinations approves the questions for examinations in subjects covered by State Examinations. These questions are given to the 

public by September 1st at least.

Article 127 K

Examinations in subjects covered by State Examination (thesis’ defence) are held in front of the appropriate subcommissions.

Article 128 K

A student is not admitted to the State Examination if he has not obtained a credit unit in the given subject.

Article 129 K

Thesis

(1) The Dean makes the themes public on the suggestion of the Examination Commission for the Nursing branch of study at least to the beginning of the penultimate academic year of study. Recommended themes for thesis are made public by respective training departments. The student selects a theme and enters it at appropriate training department.

(2) The student announces which theme s/he is interested in or which theme s/he suggests beside the published ones within two months at least from the themes publication. In case the students selects the theme of thesis of his/her own s/he also proposes his/her consultant. The theme must be approved by respective training department and by the Examination Commission for State Examination for the Nursing branch.

(3) 
In one month after the term given in section 2, the Dean gives the student after the  negotiation in the State Examination Commission for Nursing study branch:

   a) the theme of the thesis with regard to student’s interest,

   b) the thesis’ supervisor and the opposer (opponent) from the professors, docents, lecturers or  

       scientific workers of Jessenius Faculty of Medicine or experts from other faculties or from 

       the community,

   c) the date of handing over the thesis.

(4) 
The thesis supervisor evaluates the thesis, suggests the grade and presents an evaluation and grade to the Dean.

(5) 
Opponent works out an expert's accorunt on the thesis, suggests grade and presentsthis expert's account and grade suggestion to the Dean.

(6) 
The Dean submits the grade suggestion, evaluation and the expert’s account of the thesis (section 5 and 6) to the appointed subcommission and to the student at least 14 days before the thesis defence takes place; during the thesis defence the student expresses his/her opinion on the comments given in the evaluation and expert’s account.

Article 130 K

(1) 
The course of the State Examination in a given subject (thesis’ defence) is controlled by the appropriate subcommission, for which its chairman is responsible.

(2) 
In the event that the State Examination in a given subject consists of many parts, it can be scheduled to two days at most.

(3) 
A thesis defence generally takes place in one day.

(4) 
The course and result of a State Examination in a given subject (thesis’ defence) will be immediately recorded and signed by the Chairman and other members of the subcommission.

Article 131 K

The subject examinations and the thesis’ defen ce are classified according to Article 30 section 3 of the Comenius University Statute; this classification is made by the appropriate subcommission.

Article 132 K

(1) 
If one part (subject) of a State Examination or thesis defence is classified as "failed", the entire result of the State Examination is evaluated as a failure.

(2) 
If a student was classified in all subjects of the State Examination including the thesis’ defence (if it is a part of the State Examination) with grades averaging up to:

a) 1.5 (including 1.5), the entire result of the State Examination is classified as "excellent",

b) from 1.5 to 2.5 (including 2.5), the entire result of the State Examination is classified as "very good",

b) over 2.5; the entire result of the State Examination is classified as "good".

(3) 
The entire classification is according to the paragraph 2 performed by examination commission for state examinations.

Article 133 K

The State Examination in a given subject as well as the thesis’ defence take place on dates approved of by the Dean; these dates are made public 14 days before an Examination (defence) at the latest. If more subcommissions for a given subject (thesis’ defence) are appointed, the Dean decides which examination (thesis’ defence) will take place in front of which commission.

Article 134 K

(1) If the entire result of the State Examination  is classified as a "failure",  a student has the right to repeat this State Examination.

(2) During the first State Re-eamination the student repeat only those parts in which s/he was classified as failing.

(3) An individual, repeated partial examination in the subjects of the State Examination or thesis defence for the first time is called the First Repeated State Examination. The date of all Repeated State Eaminations is set by the Dean. The time between an ordinary examination and the Firts Repeated  Examination must be at least 20 days.
Article 135 K

(1) 
If the entire result of a State Examination was again failing, a student has the right to repeat the State Examination for a second time.

(2) 
During the second State Re-examination the student repeats only those parts, in which s/he was classified as failing.

(3)
An individual, repeated partial examination in the subjects of the State Examination or thesis 'defence for the second time is called the Second Repeated State Examination. The date of  all Second Repeated State Eaminations is set by the Dean. The time between the First Repeated Examination and the Second Repeated  Examination must be at least 30 days.
Article 136 K

The third State Re-examinations are not permitted.

Article 137 K

(1) 
If a student does not come to the State Examination (subject examination, thesis’ examination) on the scheduled date and s/he does not explain his/her absence in the proper way, s/he will be given a failing grade.

(2) 
His/her absence at the State Examination (subject examination, thesis’ defence) can be excused by the Chairman of the competent sub-commission for serious personal and health reasons only 5 days after the scheduled date at the latest. The Dean can excuse a student's absence at the State Examination (subject examination, Thesis’ defence) also after those 5 days in extraordinarily serious cases.

(3) A student whose absence at the State Examination (subject examination, thesis’ defence) was excused, will be given another date for the State Examination (subject examination, thesis’ defence) by the Dean. 

CHAPTER  9 K

Repeating the School Year

Article 138 K

(1) A student, who did not meet the requirements for enrollment into the next academic level in at most 2 subjects until the August 31st  of the corresponding academic year,  may apply for  the possibility to repeat the academic year. The date of submitting application for repeating the academic year must not be later than the August 31st. After the given date in extraordinary cases the Dean can reward an exception for a student after his/her written request and the approval of Faculty Administration.

(2) During his/her entire course of study a student may repeat at most two academic years, repeating the same academic year is permitted only once. Astudent is not allowed to repeat two academic years in succession. In bacalaureate course of study in  ursing the student may be allowed to repeat at most one academic year.

(3) The Dean allows repeating the first academic year only in etraordinary cases.

(4) When a student repeats the academic year, s/he enter into his/her Course Unit Records all subjects and takes part in training course of all subjects ecept those in which s/he sucessfully passed  an examination or s/he obtained a credid i.e. in subjects in which the training course has to be finished by awarding a credit.

(5) When the student has not finished his/her study in the term prescribed by the study program, s/he stops to be a student at the end of the academic year in which s/he had to complete his/her study, however, s/he has the right to sit for a State Examination or Final Examination or to defend thesis according to conditions given by law and other generally 

valid regulations . Results of examinations in subjects of State Examination and result of thesis' defence where the student was classified with grades "excellent", "very good" or "good" are acknowledged.

(6) A student has the right to repeat the academic year if

a/ s/he does not obtain credits (s/he was not awarded credit) in at most two    subjects/courses  which are not finished with examinations, or

a.) if s/he does not obtain credits (s/he has not completed subject/course passing examination  in it) in at most two subjects which are finished examinations, or

b.) if there is a combination of both above stated cases preserving their initial condition,

In such cases the student must also take part in training course of that subject/course.

b/ the student following traditional course of study when repeating the academic year will  follow the credit course of study appropriately.

                                                        CHAPTER  10 K

 Interrupting Study, Giving up Study, Expelling the Student from the Study

Article 139 K

Interrupting Study

(1) 
A student can ask the Dean by means of written request for an interruptionof his/her study for serious personal or health reasons. It is possible to interrupt study for a maximum of two acdemic years , in case of students-mothers at most for three years  and it can be done for three years in succession. The study cannot be interrupted for period shorter than six months. When the study interruption has passed ,  enrollment  can be done only at the beginning of corresponding semester.

(2)
The student   cannot interrupt his/her study in unfinished summer semester of repeated corresponding academic year.

(3)  
The Dean gives approval to study interruption.

(4) In the Dean's decision on study interruption the reason, the beginning and the end of this interruption must be given. Study interruption is recorded into the student's Course-Unit Record.
(5) When a study interruption has passed and it started prior to student's fulfillment of his/her  study obligations set for corresponding year, the student is enrolled to that year of study in which his/her study was interrupted. At the same time s/he is obliged to meet all requirements set by curricula for given year of study. When the study interruption  has passed and it started after student's fulfillment of his/her study obligations for corresponding year , the student is enrolled in higher year of study at normal enrollment term. In case the curricula have changed after student's study interruption, the Dean  may set for student an obligation to take part in compensating training. In case the student did not obtain all  the credits and did not pass all the examinations set for corresponding  academic year, the Dean can also set for him/her an obligation to obtain defferential credits or to pass differential examination.

(6) If the reasons for study interruption end prior to the date  the student requested, the Dean can terminate the study interruption earlier, based on the student 's request.If the student interrupts his/her study for health reasons and the interruption period has elapsed , s/he is obliged to submit medical evidence of his/her ability to continue study.

(7) Examinations passed before study interruption as well as re-examinations and credits obrained before study interruption are of the same validity as in case the study was not interrupted.

Article 140 K

During the study interruption the rights and duties of student are suspended.

Article 141 K

Giving up Study

(1) 
The student who decides to discontinue his/her study will annoence it to the Dean in writing.

(2) 
Any student who did not come to register himself/herself for the next academic year by the date scheduled for this registration without explanation and who does not explain his/her reasons within l4 days after the registration date, is considered to have given up his/her study. The Dean approves whether the reasons of student’s explanations are well-founded or not.

(3) 
The Jessenius Faculty of Medicine will take student’s study discontinuation into account according to paragraph l and 2 and s/he will be informed of it at his/her last known address.

Article 142 K

Expelling from Study

Student is expelled from study:

a) if s/he does not fulfill the conditions for entrance into the higher school year until the August 31st. After the given date in extraordinary cases, the Dean can reward an exception for a student after his written request and the approval of Faculty Administration.

   b) if s/he is not permitted to repeat the school year.

   c)  if s/he does not register for study after study interruption period has elapsed.

   d) for disciplinary reasons.

Article 143 K

Unfinished Study Confirmation

Any student who discontinues study or is expelled from study will be given confirmation of successfully passed examinations by the Dean’s Office. In  this confirmation it must be written that the student did not complete his/her course of the study.

CHAPTER   11 K

Changing of School

Article 144 K

 (1) 
A Jessenius Faculty of Medicine student is allowed to transfer from this faculty to any other faculty or university on basis of his/her written request. The Dean of Jessenius Faculty of Medicine expresses his opinion on student’s request and in case the student attends the 1st year of study s/he is not allowed to transfer from school prior to the completion of the first academic year and all obligations requested by the first academic year curricula.

(2) 
Jessenius Faculty of Medicine may also accept any student studying in the same field at other university, but not prior to completion of the first academic year. The basic conditions for transfer are:

   a) an accomplished particular academic year of study at University (Faculty) the student is still studying, and after finishing of which the student asks for transfer in the next academic year at Jessenius Faculty of Medicine.

   b) submission of official documents of up to the present time study results.

(3)
Recognition of training/credits:

a) student may take some training courses/subjects also at other faculty with the same study branch

b) if a student asks for recognition of the credits obtained at other faculty:

aa) following the approval of guarantor workplace, the Dean of the Faculty  can recognize subjects/ courses  taken at  other faculty with the same study branch in Slovakia or abroad  and set appropriate number of credits for them:

c.) to the student who was allowed to transfer to the study of the same study branch         provided by the Faculty,

d.) to the student who takes parallel courses/subjects at other university/faculty and asks the Dean of his/her home faculty to recognize them,

e.) to the student who was allowed partial study at other university

ab) to pass decision on recognition of subjects/courses and their credits, the Dean or guarantor worplace will ask the student to submit documents certifying attendance of such subjects/courses together with the information on their extent and contents. 

(4)
The Dean of the Jessenius Faculty of Medicine expresses his opinion on student`s transfer to the Jessenius Faculty of Medicine in Martin CU. The Dean  may set for student an obligation to take part in compensating training by the given date and obtain credits from subjects which the students hasn´t completed, or sit for examination determined by the study program of JFMED CU which the student hasn´t passed. 

(5) 
The student cannot transfer from another medical school to Jessenius Faculty of Medicine in case s/he is to repeat a school year at his/her school because of his/her failure or s/he was expelled from the study or his/her study was terminated for any other reasons.

(6)
The students of Nursing study branch are not permitted to transfer to General medicine study branch. The student of General medicine study branch can ask for transfer to Nursing study branch until his/her third year of study at latest. In this case the Dean can assign the student to attend differential classes, to obtain credits and to pass differential examinations given in curricula of Nursing study branch.

(7) 
Transfer from external study form of Nursing study branch - baccalaureate study to magister study is possible only after successful finishing baccalaureate study. The study after this kind of transfer continues in the 4th year of magister study. The Dean who appoints a special examining board gives the criteria and form of entrance examination for this study continuation.

CHAPTER 12 K

Study of International Students

Article 145 K

 (1) 
International students may study at Jessenius Faculty of Medicine if they have education adequate to our finished secondary school or specialised secondary school education and submit complete documents certifying this kind of education as it required by the laws valid in the Slovak Republic.

 (2) 
International applicants applying individually or on the basis of an intergovernmental agreements may apply in accordance with the procedures of particular entrance examination.

(3) 
International applicants, whose study expenses will be paid by a legal entity of a foreign country or Slovak Republic are to apply for their study in accordance to rules specified in the agreement between that legal entity and Jessenius Faculty of Medicine.

(4)
The student of foreign Medical School is allowed to transfer by the Dean and Comenius University decides on validation of examinations passed at a foreign university/ faculty. On the basis of validation, the Dean will classify a student to a corresponding class and he can assign him/her the obligation to take part in differential classes and also set him a term for passing examinations given in study program which the student has not passed yet.

Article 146 K

Entrance Examination

(1) 
The entrance examination for foreign applicants is separate from the entrance examination for Slovak applicants. The entrance examination objectively and impartially evaluates the ability of applicants for selected branch of study.

(2) 
The provisions of article 96 and article 98 refer to the entrance examination of international applicants independently applying for admission.

(3) 
The entrance examination of foreign applicants whose expenses will be paid by a legal entity of a foreign country or the Slovak Republic will be carried out in accordance with the agreement between this legal entity and Jessenius Faculty of Medicine.

(4) 
The entrance examination of international applicants applying for admission on the basis of intergovernmental agreements is conducted in accordance with the agreement between a competent administration organisation and Jessenius Faculty of Medicine.

Article 147 K

  (1)
 International students can study at Jessenius School:

   a) at their own expense,

   b) at the expense of a competent administration organisation if they are students      admitted  

       on the basis of an intergovernmental agreement, 

   c) at the expenses that will be covered by a legal entity of foreign country,

   d) at the expenses that will be covered by a legal entity of Slovak Republic

(2) 
The extent of tuition at individual expenses, fee for accommodation and board according to paragraph 1 letter a) is set on the basis of agreement.

(3) 
The extent of tuition at expenses according to the paragraph 1 letter b) is fixed on the basis of agreement between competent administration organisation and Jessenius Faculty of Medicine.

(4) The extent of tuition at the expenses of legal entities according to paragraph 1 letter c) and d) or fee for accommodation and board is set on the basis of agreement between this legal entity and Jessenius Faculty of Medicine.

 (5) 
International students tuition-payers in case they were accepted to Jessenius Faculty of Medicine are obliged to submit a certification of paying the set amount of money for the whole academic year. This must be done at registration to corresponding school year at latest and each international student is obliged to do it each academic year. International students tuition-payers who were registered conditionally are obliged to submit such certification on the last day of the 4th teaching week of corresponding academic year at latest. For payment the period from September 1st up to June 30th is considered to be the academic year. In case of study only in the part of corresponding academic year as a result of study interruption all foreign students’ tuition-payers will be set obligation to pay for an equivalent part of corresponding academic year. The way of paying tuition for foreign students whose tuition will be paid by a legal entity of a foreign country is modified in an agreement between this legal entity and Jessenius Faculty of Medicine. Similarly, in foreign students whose tuition will be paid by a legal entity of Slovak Republic or this legal entity will participate in organisation of this paying, the way of paying tuition is modified in an agreement between this legal entity and Jessenius Faculty of Medicine. 

Article l48 K

(l) 
The number of international students studying at the Jessenius Faculty of Medicine must not exceed the number of students who are citizens of the Slovak Republic.

(2) 
The number of international students admitted to study in the 1st year of study is set every year by Academic Senate on the basis of Dean’s proposal; the Dean is at the same time obliged to take into account how were met engagements of the contracts by which is Jessenius Faculty of Medicine bound.

(3) 
About setting contract number of international students, the contracts (including their changes) regarding international students study, which are made by Jessenius Faculty of Medicine, are liable to Academic Senate; the approval of Academic Senate is a condition for validity of contracts.

Article l49 K

 (l) 
If it is fixed by the Dean or by agreement between a legal entity and Jessenius Faculty of Medicine the teaching to international students may be carried out in English, German or other world language. In other cases it is carried out in Slovak language.

(2) 
All international students must have basic knowledge of Slovak; in contact with patients they are obliged to use Slovak language.

(3) 
International students are obliged to respect all law rules of Slovak Republic that are related to stay of foreign citizens in the Slovak Republic. At the same time they are obliged to observe the rules of University law, the Statute of Jessenius Faculty of Medicine and the statute of Comenius University.

(4) 
It is not an obligation of Jessenius Faculty of Medicine to provide the students tuition-payers with health care and health insurance.

Article l50 K

International student study is conducted in accordance with Study and Examinations Regulations the Faculty.

CHAPTER 13 K

Individual Study Plan

Article 151 K

(1) 
In response to a student request for serious reasons the Dean can approve an individual study program on the basis of favourable opinion given by the chiefs of concerned departments of study. Written verification regarding the reason for the request must be submitted.

(2) 
Individual study program must include the proposed study duration (reducing one year of study to one semester, or extending one year of study to 2 school years at most) and the program of compulsory part of study.

 (3)
 Individual study program can be designed so that a student may study abroad for one academic year and after s/he comes back s/he will continue in cerresponding year (one year "split" into two years). The study inthe same study branch at other faculty inSR or abroad is not considered as interrupted study. Such study must be approved by the Dean/Guarantor of the appropriate study branch at home faculty.

(4) 
Individual study program can be designed so that a student may study abroad for one academic year and after s/he comes back s/he will continue in cerresponding year (one year "split" into two years). The study in the same study branch at other faculty in SR or abroad is not considered as interrupted study. Such study must be approved by the Dean/Guarantor of the appropriate study branch at home faculty.

(5)
Individual study program must limit neither the contents nor the extent of compulsory part of study nor of the examinations that must be taken by a student at the Faculty as they are set by the Study Program of Jessenius Faculty of Medicine, Comenius University. The contents and the extent of compulsory part of study and of examinations required are set by study program of particular branch of study.

(5) Individual study program must limit neither the contents nor the extent of compulsory part of study nor of the examinations that must be taken by a student at the Faculty as they are set by the Study Program of Jessenius Faculty of Medicine, Comenius University. The contents and the extent of compulsory part of study and of examinations required are set by study program of particular branch of study.

CHAPTER  14 K

Common Provisions

Article 152 K

(1) 
The tasks of leading department are fulfilled by a Chief of Subject in case the subject training is carried out at different places.

(2)
The Chief of Subject is appointed by the Dean.

(3) 
The Chief of Subject is entitled to entrust certain departments with fulfilling pedagogical activities.

(4) 
The Chief of Subject is responsible to the Dean for his/her work. The Dean is allowed to withdraw him/her in any time.

Article 153 K

 (1) 
The Dean may acknowledge examinations passed by a student at other faculties of Comenius University or at other universities at home and abroad in subjects, which are the part of curricula at Jessenius Faculty of Medicine.

(2) 
The Dean may acknowledge the examinations with regard to progress and examination time passed to a student who studied at medical school in the past and was readmitted to the medical school, if the interval between passing the last examination during previous study and beginning the new study at Jessenius Faculty of Medicine does not exceed two years.  The Dean will determine the level at which the student will begin to study on basis of acknowledged examinations. The Dean can set an obligation for a student to take part in compensating training by the assigned term, to obtain credits in subjects the student did not complete or to pass examinations given by Study Program of Jessenius Faculty of Medicine that were not completed by a student.

(3)
The Dean is entitled to state criteria for acknowledgement of examinations according to paragraph 1 and 2.

Article 154 K

In accordance with the Curative Order, the Dean of the Faculty recommends students of Jessenius Faculty of Medicine to get through the preventive medical examination in the 1st, 3rd and 6th year of study. In case the student refuses to get through the medical examination s/he is obliged to sign the statement of refusal. A student at the enrolment to the particular grade must submit the entrance and current medical examination certification or the statement of its refusal. The exit medical certification or the statement of its refusal must be enclosed into the graduate’s file.
Article 155 K

 Health insurance of pregnant students is administered in accordance with corresponding regulations valid for employees at dangerous places of work at Jessenius Faculty of Medicine during their pregnancy.  After Dean’s approval students-mothers are allowed to get through practice at dangerous places of work in the course of the next year of study.  On the basis of doctor’s proposal the Dean will interrupt the study of a pregnant student in any period of her pregnancy. The doctor’s proposal must be submitted by a pregnant student to the Study Department within 10 days from the date of having been this proposal written out. In case it is not out of keeping with time schedule of school year, it is acceptable to make possible for student-mother after childbirth with the approval of chief of particular department of study to fulfil her study obligations of particular school year.

Article 156 K

Students who study successfully and are engaged in scientific-research activity of the faculty or represent Faculty in scientific-research activity, study, sport or culture can be appreciated by the Dean upon the Dean´s suggestion, student(s) can be appreciated by the Rector.  Appreciation can include material or financial reward set by the Dean.

Article 157 K

The diploma of  "Doctor of Medicine" (in abbreviation  "MUDr.")  in General medicine study branch, the diploma of  "Bachelor" (in  abbreviation "Bc.") in bachelor study of Nursing study branch and the  diploma of "Magister" (in abbreviation "Mgr.") in the study branch of Nursing is awarded to the graduate during a graduation ceremony. Graduation oath is a part of the graduation ceremony. Graduation ceremonies are held in accordance with the Rules of Grauation Ceremonies.
